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ANNEX A
STATEMENT OF FAITH OF COVENANT EVANGELICAL FREE CHURCH

1. We believe the Scriptures, both Old and New Testaments, to be the inspired Word of
God, without error in the original writings, the complete revelation of His will for the
salvation of men, and the Divine and final authority for all Christian faith and life.

(2 Tim 3:14-17; 1 Thess 2:13)

2. We believe in one God, Creator of all things, infinitely perfect and eternally existing in
three Persons - Father, Son and Holy Spirit. (Matt 28:19; Jn 15:26)

3. We believe that Jesus Christ is true God and true man, having been conceived of the Holy
Spirit and born of the virgin Mary, He died on the cross a sacrifice for our sins according
to the Scriptures. Further, He arose bodily from the dead, ascended into heaven, where
at the right hand of the Majesty on High, He now is our High Priest and Advocate.

(Matt 1:18-25; Lk 1:35; Isa 53; 1 Cor 15:20-23; Acts 1:9-11; 1 Pet 3:22;1 Jn 2:1)

4. We believe the ministry of the Holy Spirit is to glorify the Lord Jesus Christ, and during
this age to convict men, regenerate the believing sinner, and indwell, guide, instruct, and
empower the believer for godly living and service.

11. We believe in the personal and imminent coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and that this
“Blessed Hope” has vital bearing on the personal life and service of the believer.
(Rev 20:4-6; 1 Thess 4:14-18)

12. We believe in the bodily resurrection of the dead, of the believer to everlasting
blessedness and joy with the Lord; of the unbeliever to judgment and everlasting
conscious punishment. (Matt 25:46; Rev 20:11-15)
